CULTURAL AND CIVILIZATIONAL SOVEREIGNTY OF RUSSIA
IN ITS NATIONAL INTEGRITY AND OVERCOMING ETHNIC CONFLICTS

Resume

This article has a structure that consists of the following sections: introduction, methods,
literary review, main part, conclusion, conclusions, literature.

The article deals with the problem of cultural and civilizational sovereignty of Russia in the
conditions of modem transformation of the world civilizational space. The author reveals the
historically developed features of Russia as an independent cultural and civilizational community.

The introduction States that in the conditions of modern development of the world socio-
cultural space it is necessary to note a number of problems associated with modem reality. And
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these are the problems associated with the threat of leveling the cultural identity of national States,
traditionally formed civilizations. These problems reflect a phase of civilizational crisis.

When writing the article, both traditional philosophical methods and General scientific
principles and methods are used, allowing to consider the declared subject from interdisciplinary
positions.

In the main part of the article it is said that the new idea of restructuring the world was the
result of geopolitical aspirations to the possession of peoples on totalitarian principles. It is directly
related to the solution of issues in the economic environment, but later it occupies a leading place
among the landmarks of politicians, forming the theory of political and cultural globalization on the
basis of market trends.

The new, proposed world should have a single, easily managed geopolitical space consisting
of many separate ethnic groups (ilots), and the center of a single civilization.

The tendency of Russia's civilizational preservation of a single sovereign space in the
modern conditions of globalization has opened up a number of additional problems. The first
problem is insufficient knowledge and insufficient study of traditions for all the peoples of Russia
of the Russian cultural component. Modern man in the "search" of identity does not come from the
concept of "basic culture". Such a concept, historically grounded in respect of Russian culture,
would allow the spiritual and cultural values of the Russian people to become the basis for the rise
of his spirit, the basis for his exit from the amorphous/impersonal state, the basis not only of
historical but also of modem self-consciousness. The basic culture as an understanding of the
national-state system of Russia reveals, among other things, the self-consciousness of all Russian
peoples in the historical belonging to the great culture of Russia as a Russian civilization created by
a multinational United nation.

In conclusion, it is argued that state patriotism is one of the characteristic manifestations of
the highest spiritual, moral and personal and social feelings. This is a kind of social and state basis
and ideological support for the viability of society, ensuring the effective functioning of the entire
system of social and state institutions. At the same time, the dominant cultural and civilizational
understanding of historical Russia as a Russian civilization opens its integrity, not fragmentation,
because nothing else will give unity to the whole space as an independent national and cultural
civilization that opposes the grayness of the archetypes of the new world order.

The conclusions of the article can be as follows: the question of sociocultural, national
consolidation for the modern Russian society is key in the process of further positive, not lost
cultural and civilizational character, development in the conditions of formation of a global model
of the world, covering the entire sphere of human activity: social, economic, political; cultural,
cultural and civilizational integrity of Russia is the main factor of its vital orientation in the global
space. Russia is strong in its greatness, and today it is the largest state in the world. Any
destabilization of its cultural and civilizational space entails inevitable catastrophes both for Russia
and for the whole world. Preservation of Russia's national integrity and overcoming of ethnic
centrifugal force in its territory is the key to stable development of the whole world community.

A promising direction in the development of the topic of the article can be called the search
for axiological consolidating factors in cultural, philosophical, historical heritage in the modemn
strategy of state development, social thought, in the understanding of Russia's aspiration to take its
rightful place in the world community, without losing its own cultural and civilizational identity.
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
