The paper focuses attention on the fact that the system of government where
power is divided among four persons which was instituted by the Roman Emperor
Diocletian at the end of the third century to overcome the protracted political crisis,
did not disappear with the strengthening of Emperor Constantine. Some of its ele-
ments continue to exist more than a century later - during the reign of Theodosius
the Great and his sons.

THEODORUS PRISCIANUS - LATIN DOCTOR IN CONSTANTINOPLE
AT EARLY 5 CENT. A.D.

In this work for the first time in native science there is given a biographical
sketch of Theodorus Priscianus - a Latin doctor of African descent from Constanti-
nople, a personal physician of the emperors Arcadius and Theodosius the Younger.
His work has almost no interest in scientific terms and it was not published in mod-
e times, even in the West. However, this name is important in the early byzantine
medical tradition.
