PREVALENCE AND COMORBIDITY OF SOCIAL PHOBIAS
AMONG YOUTH (on the example of medical students)

Summary. Relevance. Social phobias (SF) are one of the most common anxiety-phobic disorders with a risk of
onset inthe age of 15-24 years. Social phobias are the third most common disorders in primary medical network.
This study is aimed to verify the prevalence of SF and comorbid disorders among medical students.
Material and methods. A sample of 724 Russian-speaking medical students at the age of 1726 (20.5 +1.8)
years was examined using the psychometric, clinical psychopathological methods and nonparametric statistics.
Results. The symptoms of SF were found in 33,7 % of the medical students: in females it is statistically signifi-
cantly more often (37,1 %) than in males (24,1 %). Clinically significant severity of SF was observed in 15%
of cases, equally often among males and females. Comorbidity of SF with symptoms of generalized anxiety
disorder (GAD) was 71,7%, with depression — 53,7%, with anxiety — 56,1 %, and with stress — 35,1 %.
In students without signs of SF, GAD (generalized anxiety disorder) symptoms occurred in 47,1 % of cases,
depression — in 18,5%, anxiety — in 22,1 %, and stress in 24,2% of cases. The significant correlation de-
pendences were revealed between the severity of SF with symptoms of GAD, depression, anxiety and stress.
The presence of social phobia increases the probability of having GAD almost threefold, depression by
5 times, anxiety increases by a factor of 4,5 and stress by 4. SFs are associated with a negative students'
attitude towards the medical profession and doubts about the correctness of their choice. The presence
of social phobia increases probability of disenchantment with the medical profession almost twice.
Conclusion. Comorbidity of the SF with anxiety and depression should be taken into account in the con-
text of therapy. Also we should pay attention to its negative impact on the commitment to the profession
during vocational guidance.
