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Abstract. The theme of charity today is becoming not just relevant, but also fashionable. Every
year, the number of charity funds is getting bigger. In the absence of strong religious influence, in
the secular modern Russian society, the President of the Russian Federation declared the idea of
supporting socially oriented non-profit organizations and volunteering. In this regard, an interesting
problem is the understanding of the attitude of the youth in charity. During the online survey of
Kostroma residents and subsequent analysis of the collected data, it was possible to identify the
main drivers that cause the generation of Y to engage in charity. The results of the survey showed
that respondents would be more likely to provide charitable assistance if they are confident that
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their money will be spent as intended. Among the conditions for the activation of charitable activity
there were indicated the following: higher earnings, if even a small amount is acceptable, more
information about the possibilities of charitable assistance, personal acquaintance with people who

need help, a sense of moral satisfaction.
