Stercotype Bustersy»:

1. Have the students arrange their chairs in a circle.

2. Review the concepts of stereotypes and prejudice and come to an
agreement about definitions. In this context, a stercotype is an oversimplified
statement bascd on a single characteristic. For example: “All men hate to
cook”, “All women are bad drivers”.

3. Discuss why stereotypes and prejudice are harmful. For example, they
arc oficn based on faulty information, thcy get in the way of knowing pcople as
individuals, and they can lead to scrious misunderstanding.

4. Tell students that there are ways to reduce stereotypes and combat
prejudice by being careful of jumping to conclusions based on generalizations
or others’ opinions.

5. Model some statements that “bust” stereotypes.

6. Have students look for stories related to discrimination in magazines
and newspapers and on {elevision broadcasts over a period of several days.

7. Have students identify the stercotypcs that lie behind these stories.
What assumptions {prejudgments) were made about the people who experi-
enced discrimination?

8. Tell students not to make oversimplified idcas about other pcople. A
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stercotypical statement tells more about the person who says it than about the
people who are being stereotyped.

9. The best respond to a stereotyped judgment is to do a mental check to
make sure we are not influenced by someone else’s prejudices.
