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Abstract. The problem of Philip II's borrowing of Thessalian developments in the field of military affairs is
under consideration in the article. It is determined that the growth of Thessaly’s power was associated with the
military and political activities of Jason of Pherae. He managed to improve the fighting qualities of the
mercenaries, reformed the recruitment system and introduced a new cavalry formation in the shape of a
diamond. The comparative analysis shows that Philip Il introduced into Macedonian practice similar principles
of formation and combat use of cavalry units. This made it possible to significantly increase the number ofthe
Argead Kingdom's cavalry contingent and its tactical potential. Besides, Madedonia began to use methods
aimed at improving the discipline of the military personnel, which had previously been applied by Jason of
Pherae.
