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INTERNATIONAL COOPERATION OF RUSSIA AND GERMANY’S UNIVERSITIES
IN THE SPHERE OF THE HIGHER ECONOMIC EDUCATION

German-Russian relations have a long history. Relations with Germany have been occupying the central place
among the priorities of the foreign policy of Russia for two centuries. Germany used to connect our country to Europe
and helped 1t to quickly adapt to the Western culture and education [2].

Today the main task of the bilateral relations development is the creation of the framework conditions for the
development of economic, scientific and cultural cooperation, including the support of a variety of projects in these are-
as. The peculiarities of the international cooperation of Russia and Germany’s universities in the sphere of the higher
economic education are of a special interest in our study.

It should be noted that hardly any other sphere of German-Russian’s cooperation has ancient traditions which
have been developed in the field of the higher education. Since the mid 1990s, Germany is the most popular state for
Russian students to get the higher education. They are attracted by high quality of education, not high fees, and the op-
portunity to get the scholarship. Germany accounts for 11 % of the total number of foreign citizens students in the world
of [3]. Nowadays is the international cooperation between German and Russian’s universities is carried out mostly in
the form of youth exchanges. If we consider the analytical matcrials of the European Association of universities, the
researchers conducted under the auspices of the German academic exchange service (DAAD), the statistical data of the
Ministry of education and science of Russia, it is possible to identify priority professional areas where Russian universi-
ties have accumulated sufficient experience of cooperation, namely: management, economics, language training, social
sciences, international relations. Currently the Russian and German universities are implementing 238 double degree
programs, which are divided into the areas of specialization, as follows:

— economics and management — 101 (42%);

— engineering sciences — 80 (33%);

— human sciences - 31 (13%);

— natural science specialties — 12 (5%) u T.4.[1].

According to the numerous surveys of the Russian schools graduates of the last 10 years the most popular the
professions are: economist, manager, lawyer, programmer, marketologist. The prestige of the economic education can
be estimated according to data published in the journal Forbes. In particular, in this magazine the list of the best profes-
sions has been published, where actuary is on the first place. Actuary is responsible for the risks assessment, as well as
search of the most optimal possible problems solutions. The annual income of the actuary may reach 85 thousand dol-
lars. This list also includes the professions of a statist and an accountant. The magazine’s data demonstrate current de-
mand of the higher economic education [5].

If we turn to the German experience, it’s worth to noting that the list of economic specialties and programs in
German universities is much wider, than in Russian one’s. Some German Departments are sponsored by world-known
corporations; others specialize in training of international relations specialists.

There is the economic faculty in almost every German University. This has the wide-spread popularity of eco-
nomic disciplines. According to Staufelbiel Institut, the most demanded profession in Germany is that of economist.
According to the polls conducted at the enterprises, the labor market of demands 54 % of economists, 51% of
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informatics and every second firm is looking for a specialist in the field of economics of enterprise[4]. ~ Betriebswirts-
chaftslehre (RWL), which means «industrial organization, microeconomicsy is considered the classical economic disci-
pline in Gennany. On]y BWL students, according to the Federal statistical ofﬁce, amount to 175 thousand in Germany,
and 11 % of them are foreigners. In total up to 300 thousand students are being educated in different economic fields in
German schools. According to the research of the German trade Union IG Metall, BWL graduates with master's degree
can expect a starting annual salary amounting to 48 thousand euro and the bachelors - 45 thousand euro [3]. Training at
German universities and research institutes are considered prestigious in Russia, therefore, the Russian side allocates
funds in the amount of several million Euros to support the academic exchange with Germany (the programmes after
M.V. Lomonosov, I. Kant, N.I. Lobachevsky, V.I. Vernadsky, D.1. Mendeleev and 1.M. Gubkin).

In conclusion, it is necessary to emphasize once again that Russia is one of the most important partners of Ger-
many in the field of the higher economic education. Russia's desire to integrate into the Bologna process is implemented
primarily by the corporation with the German universities. Thanks to the support of the German funds is carried out the
development of innovative potential of the Russian economic education. It ensures the international competitiveness of
the universities and makes it possible to talk about the prospects of the relations between the two States.
